 Seek and provide research-based literacy resources

 Help teachers access and use research-based best teaching practices

 Model lessons

 Encourage collaboration and discussion between teachers around teaching and learning

 Provide targeted professional development with individual or groups of teachers through shared readings, inquiry study groups, etc.

 Assist teachers with use of differentiated instruction to meet the needs of all students

 Assist with organization and management of literacy rooms

 Assist teachers in using data to inform instruction
